     From the very beginning of recorded time in the gar-

den of Eden Adam and Eve were given the power of 

choice. First Timothy 2:14 says, “And Adam was not 

deceived.” Therefore, Adam knew what was happen-

ing but made the choice to go along with Eve who had 

been deceived. We could say that Adam abandoned the 

truth that he had heard from the voice of God directly. 

This was the beginning of all the problems our world 

has suffered since that time. Unfortunately, men have 

not learned from history, but to this day will abandon 

the truth with prideful short-sighted foolishness. 

     There are always consequences for abandoning 

truth. In 2 Chronicles 12:1 we read: 

     “Now when the reign of Rehoboam was estab-

lished and strong, he, and all of Israel with him, 

abandoned the law of the Lord.” 

     Rehoboam, the king of Israel abandoned the law of 

God when his kingdom appeared to be strong. But then 

we read: 

     “Shishak king of Egypt went up against Jeru-

salem for they had acted unfaithfully against the 

Lord” (2 Chronicles 12:2). 

     Then a prophet of the Lord entered the scene and 

bluntly told Rehoboam the startling fact, “So the Lord 

says, “You have abandoned Me, so I have aban-

doned you” (v. 5). 

     When king Rehoboam and those with him heard 

this they humbled themselves and the Lord delivered 

them from their enemy. This account is just one of 

many recorded in the Scriptures showing us the fool-

ishness of men’s pride and their reluctance to be obedi-

ent to the Lord and His Word. But if like Rehoboam 

and those around him we humble ourselves and trust 

God for His strength, we will find God faithful to pro-

vide all the help we need. 

     In this new year of 2017 many professed Christians 

will be put to the test as to whether they will stay true 

to their profession of Christ and the Gospel, or whether 

they will abandon the truth for fear and intimidation of

We estimate that since our opening in 2014 we have had approximately 4,000 to 4,500 young people attend our muse-

um. They come from Christian schools, youth groups, home school groups, Sunday School groups and hundreds of fam-

ilies. We provide a learning environment that is not found in public schools because we are biblically based and present 

science to confirm and support the accuracy of the biblical record. We are very happy when public school youth visit our 

museum because they get to hear the other side of the story.  In other words, instead of hearing only the false philoso-

phy of evolution which they are exposed to in public schools, they hear and see evidence for a Creator who made all 

things. We include the Gospel as part of the museum tour because we believe God’s purpose in creating was for us to 

have a relationship with Him. This ministry is a reality because it is founded on prayer and faith in our wonderful Creator. 
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ADAM’S CHOICE 

     Genesis 3:6 says: 

     “So when the woman saw that the tree 

was good for food, that it was pleasant to 

the eyes, and a tree desirable to make one 

wise, she took of its fruit and ate. She also 

gave to her husband with her, and he ate.” 

     As on page one, 1Timothy 2:14 says: 

     “And Adam was not deceived, but the 

woman being deceived, fell into 

transgression.” 

     When Adam disobeyed God’s instructions in 

the garden of Eden it produced severe 

consequences for himself and Eve. The idyllic 

life they had enjoyed was to suddenly come to 

an end. The Bible says, 

     So He [God] drove out the man; and He 

placed cherubim at the east of the garden 

of Eden, and a flaming sword which 

turned every way, to guard the way to the 

tree of life” Genesis 3:24). 

     This is the sad true account of the beginning 

of the problems of this world. Adam and Eve 

were never able to return to the beautiful 

garden God had created for them. Even if they 

thought of trying to do so they couldn’t because 

God had stationed a fearsome angelic cherubim 

to prevent anyone entering.
