     Many Christian young people are confused and 

often do not know where to turn for help. Non-

Christian young people are also confused, but are 

probably not usually aware of specific reasons they 

could verbalize for their general sense of restlessness.  

     Why are many 12 to 24-year-olds typically restless 

and emotionally unhappy? I believe it must relate 

largely to the absence of purpose and direction for 

their lives. Secular education tells our young people  

authoritatively that physical life is all there is. This 

means there is no purpose beyond this life, and there-

fore our short physical lives on earth are basically 

meaningless. One report giving evidence of teenage 

despair of any meaning for life says: 

     One of the leading causes of death amongst 

teenagers is suicide. The Centers for Disease 

control report that it is the third leading cause 

of death, behind accidents and homicide, of peo-

ple aged 15 to 24. Even more disturbing is the 

fact that suicide is the fourth leading cause of 

death for children between the ages of 10 and

     What is missing in these young lives that they give 

up so easily? I’m sure there are a variety of factors, 

but I believe the following would be among the most 

significant: 

     1. They are being influenced to believe they are 

just advanced forms of animals (primates), and just 

like animals, death ends it all. 

     2.  They are being taught that there is no God or 

Creator to believe in or obey. 

     3.  They are told (increasingly and publicly in the 

classroom) that religion and faith (especially faith in 

the Christian Bible) is old fashioned and irrelevant.  

     One can see that the non-Christian young person 

would be powerfully influenced by such exposure, but 

what about Christians who have been raised in  con-

servative evangelical Churches? Why would they 

be confused about their purpose in life? The answer 

must include the fact that they are being influ-

enced in the same way that everyone else is being 

influenced.  In a few significant words: 

IT IS THE SECULAR HUMANISTIC  

EVOLUTIONARY BELIEF (PHILOSOPHY) 

THAT IS THE MAIN CAUSE. 

     When a Ph.D. professor tells students that 

evolution is a fact, and proceeds to teach and 

demonstrate by supposedly real science that 

all life can be explained by random chance mu-

tations and adaptability, it causes doubt and 

confusion in young Christian minds. Students 

who have never been exposed to an alternative 

view—evidence for the accuracy and reliability 
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of biblical history confirmed by archaeology, ge-

ology and many other sciences—will be at a very 

real disadvantage to be able to discern the in-

doctrination they are undergoing. 

     But why are Christian  young people con-

fused? The reason is surely “compromise.” That 

is, compromise through teaching they are ex-

posed to from within  the Church. This is an 

alarming problem, and should concern all of us 

who want to see the younger generation of 

Christians stand strong in the faith with abso-

lute uncompromising acceptance of the plain 

truths of the Bible. 
      

HOW CAN WE HELP REMEDY THE CURRENT 
SITUATION OF COMPROMISE? 

     We can do our best with God’s help to alert 

well-meaning Christians to the harm they are 

causing by teaching biblically compromised po-

sitions. We can lovingly encourage pastors and 

those who teach the Word in their churches to 

boldly stand true to what God has clearly re-

vealed to us about the origin of the universe, 

this earth, and the life it contains.  

     If well-meaning Christians have only been 

exposed to biblically compromised positions and 

therefore teach those positions, we should en-

courage them to seriously consider biblical crea-

tionism and the sciences that support it. There 

are excellent materials readily available for 

those who are willing to study them.

    Pastors, youth pastors and Sunday School 

teachers do not need to feel that we are asking 

them to become scientists. But anyone can read 

a few good sources that give an overview of the 

main issues and will uphold the authority of the 

Scriptures. Let’s face it, as adults we are influ-

encing our young people by what we teach and 

believe. We should know what we believe, why, 

and how to present it to our youth in such a way 

as to strengthen their faith. 

     But it is especially exciting to see young 

Christians who are well-grounded in biblical cre-

ationism become powerful witnesses to their con-

temporaries—we know of some. They will not be 

deceived with compromise positions that take 

away from the authority of the Scriptures—

especially the vital truths contained in the in-

spired Book of Genesis. Let’s do our best to get 

reliable biblical creationism information to our 

young people and those who teach them.  RB 

 
 

AS A PARENT, HOW DO I TALK TO 
MY CHILDREN ABOUT SCIENTIFIC 
SUBJECTS LIKE DNA IF I HAVE NO 

SCIENTIFIC TRAINING? 

     It is true, DNA (deoxyribonucleic acid) is complex 

to the extreme, and we are still learning new discov-

eries about it all the time. So if you don’t have a de-

gree in microbiology how can you talk about it intelli-

gently without a lot of science jargon? This is some-

thing that most young people have heard about, but 

often only from an evolutionary viewpoint. Therefore, 

it is important that our children know the biblical 

scientific creationism explanation. Here is a simple 

way to talk about this subject: 

1. DNA is programmed information in cells. 

2. It is contained in each of the trillions of cells in all 

living creatures—too small to see with natural 

eyesight. Little machines in each cell know what 

to do, how to do it, and when to do it. 

3. It decides what all the physical characteristics of 

an individual will be—size, color of eyes, hair, etc. 

4. DNA is very specific to each kind (type or family) 

that God created—varieties of dogs are just dogs, 

apes are apes, and humans are humans. 

5. Since DNA is programmed information, it origi-

nates from a mind, a super intelligent mind, not 

matter. Information cannot come from matter. 

6. The two basic parts of every living system are 

DNA and proteins. 

7. All of the ingredients in the DNA package are 

needed in order to work together to create new 

DNA. So where did the first DNA come from? 

8. The answer: GOD.

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THE ALL-SUFFICIENT WORD OF GOD 
     Christians are often influenced with ideas about the Bible which depart from the clear face-value meaning. In 

Matthew 22 is an account telling of the sect called Sadducees trying to trip Jesus up with a question. They remind-

ed Jesus of the law which said that if a married man died his brothers were obligated to marry the widow in order 

to perpetuate and honor the name of the deceased. They suggested a situation where seven brothers had sequen-

tially fulfilled this obligation with the same woman. Their trick question was: At the time of the resurrection, 

whose wife would she be? Notice how Jesus dealt with their question: 

     Jesus answered and said to them, “You are mistaken, NOT KNOWING THE SCRIPTURES nor the power of 

God” (Matthew 22:29). 

     Here are some other references where Jesus emphasized the  importance of biblical authority: 

 Mark 2:25 “Have ye never read what David did…?” 

 Matthew 21:16 “Have ye never read, Out of the mouth of babes…?” 

 Matthew 19:4 “Have ye not read, that he which made them at the beginning…?”  

 Mark 12: 26 “Have ye not read in the book of Moses…?” 

 Matthew 12:5 “Have ye not read in the law, how that on the sabbath days…?” 

 Mark 12:10 “Have ye not read this scripture…?” 

     Jesus put His stamp of approval on the Book of Genesis by speaking of Adam and Eve, Cain, Abel, Noah, Abra-

ham, David, and Daniel. In doing this He also supported the authority of the rest of the Old Testament.  In fact, in 

Luke 24:44 and John 5:46,47 we read: 

 Then He said to them, “These are the words which I spoke to you while I was still with you, that all things 

must be fulfilled which were written in the Law of Moses and the Prophets and the Psalms concerning 

Me.” 

  “For had ye believed Moses, ye would have believed me; for he wrote of me. BUT IF YE BE-

LIEVE NOT HIS WRITINGS, HOW SHALL YE BELIEVE MY WORDS?” 

     We should never ascribe different levels of inspiration and authority to different portions of the Scriptures. It is 

not consistent to convey to people that Genesis can be interpreted any way you like, whereas the Gospel of John 

should be fully accepted as written. The Apostle Peter made this clear when he wrote: “No prophecy of Scrip-

ture is of any private interpretation, for prophecy never came by the will of man, but holy men of God 

spoke as they were moved by the Holy Spirit” (2 Peter 1:20,21). 

THE AMAZING SUPERNATURAL BIBLE 

     As one of my friends has remarked, “I don’t want to stand before God one day and say, ‘Well, 

I believed most of your Word.’” At CMOTO museums we want to help young people avoid confu-

sion by hearing a distinct and sure word. We want them to know with confidence and faith that 

they can stand uncompromisingly and unashamedly on the truths of God’s Word. Therefore, we 

feel we cannot overemphasize the vital importance of believing the Book of Genesis and the 

subject or origins in a day when attacks against God’s truth are coming from many directions.  

     When people, sometimes well-meaning Christians, come up with ideas springing from un-

godly and secular sources that are contrary to the Bible, our young people need to be fortified 

and ready to declare the truth with conviction. The CMOTO creation museums that God has 

graciously provided in Strafford and Branson will continue to stand for the truth of God’s Word.
