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     Can we see the sense of urgency and passion em-

bedded in these inspired words written by the Apostle 

Paul in 2 Corinthians 6:2?         

     “Behold, now is the accepted time; behold, 

now is the day of salvation.”  
 

     As Christians we should have this sense of urgency 

when it comes to proclaiming and sharing the truths 

of God’s Word. We always need to be aware that we 

are dealing with matters of eternal destiny—heaven 

and hell. How many of us could say that we fully keep 

the Second Great Commandment which is to “Love 

thy neighbour as thyself”? (Matthew 19:19). 

     Loving others unconditionally is our calling as 

Christians. This should be evidenced by our concern 

for all people (Jesus included our enemies, Matthew 

5:44), but especially for our young who are being in-

doctrinated with anti-Bible, anti-Christian, human-

istic evolutionary teachings. 

 

OUR EXPANDED VISION 
 

     We thank God for the realization of phase two of 

CMOTO’s vision—the opening of our new museum in 

Branson. In five months we have seen over 1700 visi-

tors (over 5,000 at our museum in Strafford in four 

years), and we give Him all the praise because He is 

the One who has made this ministry possible. Many 

hundreds of young people have passed through and 

have heard and seen support for the reliability, accu-

racy and truthfulness of the Bible. For example, by 

the time you receive this newsletter we will have had 

over 80 young people come as a group on one day from 

a local area Christian academy.

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     It’s a simple illustration but gets across the point: I’ve never heard of one chimpanzee saying to another chim-

panzee first thing in the morning, “ What a beautiful sunrise!” What an incredible gift we humans have to be able 

to think thoughts, put these thoughts into a meaningful language, and then communicate them to others through  

our unique vocal cords. Thus we see a huge language divide between humans and primates of the monkey kind, 

not to mention all other living creatures as well. Genesis 1:27 says: 

 “So God created man in his own image, in the IMAGE OF GOD created he him; male and female 

created he them.” 

     Animals were not created in the image of God and therefore cannot communicate verbally and specifically with 

language as humans can. While it is apparent and rather amazing to us that some animals exhibit ability to com-

municate successfully in order to accomplish a particular task, all such communication is limited by various fac-

tors such as physical makeup and environment. For example, whales, dolphins, lions, dogs, and monkeys can all 

communicate in their own way, but again, compared to human language it is extremely limited. 

     In Genesis 2:20 we read, “And Adam gave names to all cattle, and to the fowl of the air, and to every 

beast of the field.” Note that of all the animals created by God none of them were able to name themselves. This 

task was given to man—a huge intellectual feat that would be a serious challenge for any modern person to accom-

plish with any degree of success. Human language and the ability to think purposefully about what to communi-

cate through our voice box is something we would have to identify as immaterial. Like DNA, language of the hu-

man kind must arise from a thinking mind. We believe that the mind behind the amazing complexity of the DNA 

code is the God of the Bible. 

      The evolutionary fairy tale about the origin of earth’s languages is that as primates were evolving and develop-

ing into humans they began to communicate their thoughts with grunts and gestures. Charles Darwin, who popu-

larized evolution through the publication of his book On the Origin of Species by Natural Selection, or the Preserva-

tion of Favoured Races in the Struggle for Life, published in 1859, wrote in a later book: 

     “I cannot doubt that language owes its origin to the imitation and modification, aided by signs and 

gestures, of various natural sounds, the voices of other animals, and man’s own instinctive 

cries.” (Darwin, C. "The Descent of Man, and Selection in Relation to Sex, 2 vols. London: Murray, 1871, 56.) 

     Wikipedia, under the heading “Origin of Languages” states: The origin of language in the human species 

has been the topic of scholarly discussions for several centuries. In spite of this, THERE IS NO CON-

SENSUS ON THE ULTIMATE ORIGIN OR AGE OF HUMAN LANGUAGE (emphasis added). 

THE HUGE LANGUAGE DIVIDE  

     So Darwin imagined, and that is all 

it was—imagination, that human lan-

guage developed by copying natural 

sounds and animal sounds. While 

Wikipedia admits that science is in a 

state of confusion about the origin and 

age of human language. 

     What a marvelous gift is the gift of 

language. It is truly a gift, not an abil-

ity that evolved through gestures and 

lucky sound experiments over millions 

of years. It is a gift from the One who 

wanted us to be able to express our-

selves adequately because He wanted 

fellowship with His creation.

          UNDERSTANDING OUR TIMES

The following is the introduction and a portion of the book that 

should be published by late 2014.

The Bible is the only written record of history 

that makes sense. In order to explain this I aim to re-

late it to the importance of the creation/evolution is-

sue in today’s world, and especially in relation to the 

Church. Most scholars accept the Hebrew language of 

Genesis as real narrative history—not poetry, and not 

symbolic. Jesus accepted Genesis as real history. 

For example: If Adam and Eve were only alle-

gorical, symbolic or figurative, how could we deal with 

the New Testament mention of one of their specific 

sons, Cain, killing his brother Abel? Is that symbolic 

also? 1 John 3:12 reads: 

“…not as Cain who was of the wicked one 

and murdered his brother. And why did he mur-

der him? Because his works were evil and his 

brother’s righteous.” 

It would be an impossible, artificial, and disin-

genuous stretch to try and make these early historical 

characters referred to in both old and new testaments 

as only symbolic or figurative instead of real history. 

It is not usually difficult to know when the Bible is 

using figurative or symbolic language, and according 

to reputable Hebrew scholars the Book of Genesis def-

initely doesn’t fit this description. It is recognized by 

most as straight-forward historical narrative, and 

therefore, should be taken and understood as such. 

Yet, some, whom it would seem are victims of 

their own intellect, feel compelled to come up with ide-

as from outside the Bible such as the framework hy-

pothesis, which in my opinion brings unnecessary 

theological and scientific confusion. For such, it would 

appear that the Bible as written cannot be their total 

and final authority—therefore, the Bible’s authority is 

compromised and diminished. 

However, if the Bible is truly inspired by the 

One and only Creator God,—meaning that the very 

words chosen are to be taken as read,—that is, as read 

to be understood by the reader, then it has to exclu-

sively be the only true and real history of this planet 

and universe. 

Therefore, if we stray from the Bible’s history 

to alternative ideas we have departed from the ulti-

mate source of truth.  
 

In 1 Chronicles 12:32  we read: 
 

“The sons of Issachar who had under-

standing of the times, to know what Israel ought 

to do.” 

I submit that we, the Church of Jesus Christ, 

need to understand the times we are living in so that 

we know under God’s guidance what we are called to 

do as the Church. In other words, are we, as the

Church, the body of Christ, fulfilling the commission 

Jesus gave to us? We all know about the challenge of 

the Great Commission, but what do the recorded 

words of Jesus tell us that He spoke at the very begin-

ning of His earthly ministry? Matthew 4:17 tells us 

that when Jesus began His public ministry His first 

words were, “Repent, for the kingdom of heaven 

is at hand.” 

This is where the history of the Book of Gene-

sis comes into play and is so vital. Because, THERE 

IS NO FOUNDATION FOR THE NEED TO REPENT 

WITHOUT THE GENESIS HISTORY OF THE 

FALL. 

So, let’s look at the big picture and foundation 

of understanding our times. It is helpful to us to think 

of history in terms of three main periods of existence. 

 

FIRST PERIOD OF EXISTENCE: 
 

PARADISE. The Garden of Eden was perfect. 

It was a perfect environment for God’s supreme crea-

tion—humankind. During the first five days of the 

creation week God referred to His creation as “good”. 

But after the completion of the sixth day when He 

created all the land animals and finally man, God 

said in Genesis 1:31: “Then God saw everything 

that He had made, and indeed it was VERY 

GOOD.” 

In that early paradise the situation was quite 

different from earth’s environment today. One of the 

differences concerned God’s plan for the physical sus-

tenance of man and animals. The record says: 

And God said, “See, I have given you eve-

ry herb that yields seed which is on the face of 

all the earth, and every tree whose fruit yields 

seed; to you it shall be for food. 

Also, to every beast of the earth, to every 

bird of the air, and to everything that creeps on 

the earth, in which there is life, I have given eve-

ry green herb for food”; and it was so.” (Genesis 

1:29,30) 

In other words, Adam & Eve and the animals 

were all VEGETARIANS. The food chain that we ob-

serve today of animals killing one another was not 

there at the beginning. Genesis 2:9 says; “And out of 

the ground the Lord God made every tree grow 

that is pleasant to the sight and good for food.” 
 

So, in this early paradise, obtaining sufficient 

nutritious food was no problem—it was plentiful. Also, 

the temperature was comfortable even though Adam 

and Eve were naked. The creation God provided was 

also pleasant to look at—the flowers, fruits and the 

trees. Animals were not killing one another but coex-

isting harmoniously. Communication was no prob-

lem because Adam and Eve had been given an in-

herent language. They never had to learn to speak in 

the language they used. God had given them this won-

derful gift of language because He wanted to com-

municate with them on an intimate level. Relation-

ships were perfect. Adam and Eve had each other, but 

amazingly, they also had the awesome privilege of dai-

ly communion with their Creator.
