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     Have you ever wondered why God bothered to create 

the universe? Why did He go to the extent that He did in 

creating all the stars, galaxies, solar systems, and espe-

cially this earth on which He formed such an amazing 

variety of living creatures? In fact, why did He create 

human beings in His own image? Was there any pur-

pose contained in His creative works that might be of 

benefit to Himself?  

     These are deep questions, but the Bible actually puts 

us on the right path to a limited understanding of these 

matters humans wonder about. In fact, the Bible, Godõs 

Word, is the only collection of writings that gives us an-

swers to the basic questions of life ñwho are we, where 

did we come from, whatõs our purpose in life, and what 

happens to us after we die? For the Christian, Jesus re-

veals a very important and basic foundational purpose 

for existence. In John 15:8 He said,  

     òBy this My Father is glorified, that you bear 

much fruit; so you will be My disciples.ó 

     The context of this passage in John 15 is an analogy 

viewed through Christõs teaching on the vine and the 

branches. The vine is likened to Jesus, and the branches 

to His true followers and disciples. The message is clear 

and easy to understand. Just as branches connected to 

the vine in nature are expected to produce fruit, so 

Christians are likewise expected to bear spiritual fruit. 

Or, in other words, the lives of Christians in this world 

are expected to fulfil their purpose by having a godly 

influence upon those around them. Jesus said that such 

lives will be fruitful and glorify the Father in heaven.  

     This is the reason for all of Godõs creation, that it ful-

fill His purpose by being beneficial and productive. The 

question then arises: What does God expect us to do in 

order for this fruitfulness to be operative in our lives? I 

believe we can get a strong clue by going back to Gene-

sis chapter three. Of course, we can only imagine the 

situation that existed in the Garden of Eden before sin

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     This model of the famous Liberty Bell is located 

in the foyer of our museum. It is called the Liberty 

Bell because of the biblical inscription from the Book 

of Leviticus 25:10 emblazoned around it which 

reads: 

     òProclaim liberty throughout the 

land unto all the inhabitants thereof.ó 

     On July 4, 1776 Congress voted to approve the 

Declaration of Independence from Britain. Four 

days later on July 8, the bell hanging in the tower of 

Independence Hall, now known as the Liberty Bell, 

was rung to call citizens together to hear the read-

ing of this declaration. It is not known for sure when 

the current crack in the bell first appeared, but all 

agree that it finally became unusable after it was rung 

to commemorate George Washingtonõs 112th birthday. 

It is located today at the Liberty Bell Center in Phila-

delphia, Pennsylvania.  

     It was an amazing achievement of Americaõs 

Founding Fathers to gain independence and have the 

opportunity to forge and found this new nation. Did 

they claim credit for this? Not as far as we can tell 

from the records and their writings. In fact, they liter-

ally put their lives in physical danger because the bat-

tles were not yet over. But victory was gained, and 

America became possibly the only nation other than 

ancient Israel to be founded on biblical principles of 

law and justice and belief in God.  

     Yes, Americaõs citizens have enjoyed wonderful 

freedom unknown to many other nations around the 

world. But what have we observed happening over the 

last hundred years? Unfortunately we have seen free-

doms gradually eroding, and in the last few years of 

this twenty -first -century we watched as many Ameri-

can leaders have turned their backs on God, the Bible 

and its moral teachings.  

     Is there hope for this land of the free ? Billy Gra-

hamõs son, Franklin, has declared that the only hope 

for America is prayer. I agree, but would add clarifica-

tion that to be effective, only prayer made exclusively 

to the One and only True God of the Bible will produce 

long-term beneficial results.  

     This is why our Creation Experience Museum una-

shamedly and unequivocally makes the Bible the foun-

dation. We consider it critically important that the 

hundreds of  young people who are brought to our mu-

seum be encouraged and become excited to make Godõs 

Word preeminent in their lives. If this happens we can 

expect them to become good future citizens who will 

support righteousness and biblical morality.  

     True freedom comes only from knowing God per-

sonally. In John 8:31,32 Jesus said:  

     òIf you abide in My Word, you are My dis-

ciples indeed. And you shall know the truth, 

and the truth shall make you free.ó 

     The ministry of CMOTO stands firmly on the un-

changeable truths of the Bible, and if ridicule and per-

secution comes we will surely rejoice for the privilege.
